Chairman FitzGerald called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm and welcomed the public, he then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll call for the board indicated all board members were present.
Public Input (Agenda Items)
No public input

I. Administrative

a) Commissioner Lohan motioned for the approval of the regular Board minutes of February 08, 2010. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Conforti; motion was approved 5-0.

Commissioner Edsall motioned to accept the financials, expenditures, the February 2010 financial report, acknowledgement of wire transfers and transfers between accounts.  Commissioner Conforti seconded the motion. The motion was approved 5-0.

II. PRESENTATIONS
Chief Kinsey and Chairman FitzGerald presented Fire Marshal Tim Fernandez with a 15 year service pin.
III. OFFICERS’ REPORTS
Chief Kinsey reported –

· the joint consolidation meeting was rescheduled to March 24 at 9:00 AM in Estero.

· Attorneys Jim Linn and Scott Christiansen are working on the pension documents and will submit to Tallahassee.

· a committee is working on the details for the Open House for Station 5.

Chairman FitzGerald stated that the Collier County Commissioners are not supporting the consolidation issue; he would like for this District to have input. Commissioner Lohan stating the bill will still go to legislation.  Jack Pointer, North Naples Fire trustee, confirmed that the bill will still be presented to the legislation. 
Chairman FitzGerald suggested that the consolidation committee work on a time line.  He also inquired as to when it would feasible to ‘go public’ with the pension changes.  Chief Kinsey stated that the pension changes have not been approved by Division of Retirement, following their approval  the resolutions will be presented to the board for approval.  

Chairman FitzGerald stated that he made a presentation to Worthington Country Club, East Bonita Committee and they were pleased to hear that necessary pension changes have been made by the Board and the employees.

Commissioner Edsall suggested that one PIO attend every meeting to disseminate the information and promote the department.  It was the consensus of the Board that either PIO Redfield or PES Giuliano attends the board meetings to distribute information and promote the district.
Chief Kinsey presented the Operation report, reporting the district responded to 439 incidents, including 11 fire incidents and 318 EMS calls. 
We held 120 training classes, resulting in 1,385 personnel hours of training.  He reported that we responded to a fire in the HVAC system at the First Presbyterian Church.  Chief Sibert explained that the fire was contained within the duct work and the district performed extremely well.

Fire Marshal Fernandez stated that the District participated in the Citrus Park annual Mardi Gras Parade.
He also informed the Board that the ‘Give Back Day’ sponsored by Citrus Park was cancelled due to the weather and has been rescheduled for Sunday, March 7th.  

The District hosted and participated in a Latch Update class for Lee County’s certified car seat technicians.  We have four certified car seat technicians, and one waiting to become certified.  

We provided Fire Extinguisher classes to Bonita Bay Communities and will be working with Lee County’s Elder Abuse Prevention Partnership to reduce abuse and exploitation of our community’s elders.
Fire Marshal Fernandez reported that two additional CERT teams were formed, Village Walk and Bonita Beach Club; we now have 11 teams in Bonita with a total of 76 members.  Additionally, we have over 200 fans on Face Book.  
Commissioner FitzGerald inquired about the status of the fire hydrant maintenance project we entered into with BSU.  Deputy Chief Ryan stated the pilot program was successfully completed working within Worthington and Pelican Landing.  We plan to reevaluate and continue the project.
Greg DeWitt stated that the union has researched an alternative to the ‘Memorial Garden’ idea using engraved brick pavers and has received information regarding pricing. The board made several inquiries – Will all bricks be the same size?  Is this a fundraiser?  Is there a design idea? Who can buy a brick? What is the start up cost?  Will the Sheriff’s Dept and EMS be involved?  What restrictions will there be?  
Commissioner Conforti stated that several years ago the City inquired about a statue at Station 1 or maybe a mural on the side of Station 1.  Chairman FitzGerald suggested that we contact the City to share the cost.
Chief Kinsey stated that the city wanted to share the cost between the union, district and the city for a sculpture.  

Commissioner Lohan said that this is two issues.  The ‘Memorial Garden’ alternative would be a minimal cost and should be limited to the public service.  If we decide to do something with the City, we could discuss that issue later. Chairman FitzGerald stated that he would speak to representatives of the City.  Chief and Greg will converse and create a draft of rules for the brick pavers.
OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS
Commissioner Lohan inquired about the disposition of the thermal imaging camera. Chief Kinsey stated that the camera was lost as a result of a fire.
The sale of the property located at Station 5 was discussed.  Iris explained that we are receiving an appraisal and then the property will be offered to other districts and the public.   Commissioner Lohan motioned to approve the disposition report; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Conforti. The motion was approved 5-0.
COMMISSIONERS’ BUSINESS
Commissioner Edsall stated that he viewed the last board meeting on a DVD and the quality of sound was very poor.  Chairman FitzGerald requested that the Chief, Iris and Donn Cleland compile a list of suggestions to improve the quality of the recordings.
PUBLIC INPUT
There was no public input.
Iris inquired of the Commissioners who will be attending the annual FASD conference in St. Petersburg in June.  (All will attend except Commissioner Edsall).  
Commissioner Lohan motioned to adjourn the meeting at 5:38; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Liles.  Motion carried 5-0.
