Chairman Lohan called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm, and welcomed the public.  He led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.
PUBLIC INPUT (Agenda Items)
There was no public input.
Administrative

Commissioner Conforti motioned for the approval of the regular Board minutes of January 10, 2011. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Edsall.  Commissioner FitzGerald inquired if staff answered Alex Grantt’s public input question regarding how many firefighters were expected to retire by the end of the decade.  Chief Kinsey stated that Mr. Grantt has not been in contact with staff, but the answer is approximately 25% of the population.  Motion approved.
FINANCIAL 

· January 2011 and current expenditures

· Acknowledgement of  January 2011 financial report
· Acknowledgement of wire transfers between accounts 

Commissioner FitzGerald motioned to accept the financials, expenditures, the January 2011 financial report, acknowledgement of wire transfers and transfers between accounts.  Commissioner Edsall seconded the motion. Commissioner FitzGerald inquired about the purchase of medical supplies appearing on the check register.  Chief Kinsey responded that these purchases are the initial purchase of a joint purchasing effort with Bonita Fire and Estero Fire. Commissioner Conforti requested that the print of the finance information be larger. Greg DeWitt responded to a question from Chairman Lohan regarding an expenditure labeled frame relay. The motion was approved 5-0. 

PRESENTATIONS

Chairman Lohan and Chief Kinsey presented Anthony Gambino with his five year annual service pin.


OLD BUSINESS
Chief Kinsey explained a proposal from Softtrim for the purchase of new microphones for the conference room. Chief Kinsey stated that the company has agreed to refund the cost of the hardware if this does not correct the issue. Commissioner Edsall motioned to approve the purchase of microphones from Softtrim for a cost of $6,971.50.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner FitzGerald and approved 5/0.
NEW BUSINESS
There was no new business.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS
Chief Kinsey reminded the Board of the consolidation meeting to be held on March 2 at 5:00 pm at the Estero High School. He stated that he would be meeting with Chief Vanderbrook and Chief Bosnjak to discuss the presentation; each district will be overviewed prior to the discussion by the fire commissioners.
The Economic Development Committee is requesting representation on their Board from the City of Bonita Springs, the Bonita Springs Utilities and the Fire District. Chief Kinsey stated that the Chairman will serve on the Board with the consensus of the Board of Fire Commissioners. The Board agreed that the Chairman should serve.
Commissioner FitzGerald inquired about the advertising for the joint tri-district meeting.  Admin. Director Roman responded that a legal notice was placed in the News Press seven days and fourteen days prior to the meeting.  

Fire Marshal Fernandez requested questions on his report that was included in the packet.

Greg DeWitt, President, Local 3444, mentioned that the softball game with Citrus Park and the firefighters will be March 5 at 1:00 pm.

He also stated that Local 3444 is sponsoring the Movie in the Park on March 5; the feature movie is Spiderman.  The Local is promoting ‘Change Your Batteries’ and will provide a Public Safety Announcement prior to the movie; popcorn will be provided by Ace Hardware and Batteries Plus may sponsor a battery give-a-way.

Commissioner Edsall inquired of Deputy Chief Ryan regarding an outside educational critique summary the Board received on an Orlando class (FDSOA). Commissioner Edsall asked about the new ISO rating and how it will affect the insurance rating of the District and the residents.  DC Ryan explained that the changes are not official; when it is released we can provide copies.

Commissioner Edsall asked about an emergency storm warning system for Bonita Springs.  Chief Kinsey stated that we do not have any type of warning system other than the television or radio.  Different options were discussed; Commissioner Edsall requested the Chief obtain more information as he would like to see a siren system throughout the City that could be utilized in the event of an emergency. The Chief will review options available and will research the funding available. Steven Slachta, Bonita Springs City Councilman, reported that the City has a system in place whereby the City receives emergency information.  Commissioner Edsall stated he is more concerned with how the residents would be notified. 


COMMISSIONERS’ BUSINESS
Commissioner FitzGerald reported that he attended the pension meetings for the quarter and commended the citizen trustees for serving on the boards.  He requested that they be acknowledged by letter or certificate.  
Commissioner FitzGerald confirmed that the June meeting has been changed to June 6 to avoid conflict with the FASD conference. 

Commissioner FitzGerald requested that the commissioners personally purchase a trophy that would be awarded to the annual winner of the Citrus Park game.  He suggested that the winning team of the majority of five years games would take possession of the trophy.  He requested that PIO Redfield assist in purchasing the trophy.  It was the consensus of the Board to personally purchase a trophy for the annual Citrus Park Ball tournament.


 PUBLIC INPUT
Alex Grantt provided a comparison he prepared regarding the most recent pension resolution; and inquired if staff prepared a comparison.  Chief Kinsey stated that prior to approval of all pension resolutions; a cost analysis is completed by the actuary and provided to both boards prior to approval.
Alex Grantt inquired if he understood correctly when he read that the County has extra ambulances but not enough personnel to staff and that the District has personnel but does not own ambulances.  He continued to express his interpretation of the news article…Chairman Lohan interrupted and stated that the District does not have an agreement with Lee County and we do not wish to comment at this time.

Alex Grantt continued to suggest that we utilize the extra personnel to staff additional ambulances for the Community.  

Steve Slachta, City Councilman, requested the support from the Fire Board, if the City is successful in bringing in the Vietnam Wall for six months, as this will require 24 hour guard.

Commissioner Edsall motioned to adjourn the meeting at 5:38 pm; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Conforti.  Motion carried 5-0.
