Chairman FitzGerald called the meeting to order at 5:01 p.m. and began the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input (Agenda Items)

Approval of regular board minutes – June 08, 2009 

Vice – Chairman Edsall motioned to accept the board minutes of June 10, 2009; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Lohan.  Motion passed.

Chairman FitzGerald read an explanation of the board’s role and review regarding the financial reports.
Commissioner Conforti motioned to accept the financials, expenditures, the June 2009 financial report, acknowledgement of wire transfers and transfers between accounts.  Commissioner Edsall seconded the motion.  Following discussion from the board on items of concern, the motion was approved.
Chairman FitzGerald requested a video be produced to demonstrate the air packs that the District recently purchased.

a) Chairman FitzGerald presented Secretary Mary Huss a retirement gift for nine years of service with the District and expressed his appreciation for her loyal service to the District.
lll. CHIEFS’ REPORTS

     Chief Kinsey
Chief Kinsey stated that the District has received and has provided a draft copy of the five year operational plan to each Board member. Chairman FitzGerald requested the Board members review the report and present the Chief with any comments regarding the report.  We should receive a draft of the next phase within a few weeks.
    Assistant Chief Craft
Assistant Chief Craft reported that the District had a residential structure fire with a full live victim recovery.  We will have an acknowledgement of the personnel involved at a later meeting. 

Chairman FitzGerald complimented the team for a demanding and successful operation and suggested a group citation for the personnel involved in the fire save. 

Assistant Chief Craft advised that the District’s Insurance Services Office (ISO) inspection will begin tomorrow.  The inspection consists of communications, water distribution, and fire service delivery. 

Fire Marshal Fernandez

The most recent CERT class completed their sixth group of 49 residents and will begin the next class on August 5th. 

He invited the Commissioners to check out the District’s new revamped website.

V.   NEW BUSINESS

Chairman FitzGerald requested that Resolutions  2009-07-001  and             and  2009-07-02  be tabled until after the August pension meeting to allow him to meet with the pension attorney, Scott Christiansen.  He doesn’t agree with all the changes and would like an opportunity to discuss his concerns with the attorney.  Vice-Chairman Edsall and Commissioner Lohan agreed that there was no reason to table the resolutions as the changes are required by Internal Revenue Code. 
Vice-Chairman Edsall motioned to approve Resolutions  2009- 07-01.           The motion was seconded by Commissioner Lohan and approved by Commissioners Lohan, Edsall, and Conforti.  Chairman FitzGerald voting no.
Vice-Chairman Edsall motioned to approve Resolutions 2009-07-02.            The motion was seconded by Commissioner Conforti and approved by Commissioners Lohan, Edsall, and Conforti.  Chairman FitzGerald voting no.
      Chairman FitzGerald stated that the District should solicit applicants for the trustee position and advised the board that he had sent a notice to the paper.  He also stated that he would like to discuss how the COLA is applied within the pension.

      Commissioner Lohan motioned that the Board acknowledge the re-election of Brad Brown as trustee to the pension board by the voting members of the pension plan.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Edsall and approved. 
      Commissioner Conforti motioned that Nancy Oppenheim be reappointed as the Board appointed trustee to the Chapter 175 pension plan.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Lohan and approved.  

      The board discussed the maximum millage to be set by the District.  Finance Director Gambino explained that this was the maximum millage the District could utilize for fiscal year 2009/2010; the District could set a lower millage but not a higher millage.  Administration recommended the Board set the not to exceed millage at 1.96, this would result in 2.2 million dollars less in revenue.  

      After discussion, Chairman Conforti motioned to set the maximum millage at 1.96; the motion was seconded by Chairman FitzGerald.  Following discussion, questions and opinions of each commissioner the motion was approved. Commissioners FitzGerald, Conforti,and Lohan voting yes and Commissioner Edsall voting no. 
      Commissioner Lohan motioned to approve the Disposition Report dated 7/13/2009; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Conforti and approved.  It was explained that the equipment listed is the equipment that was included with Ladder 21 when it was sold.
Vl.  Commissioner’s Business

      Commissioner Edsall inquired about the liability of the District regarding Glade Haven and if we have the authority to condemn it as a fire hazard.  Fire Marshal Fernandez explained that the park has been vacated and the power has been disconnected.  The Department of Environmental Protection is also involved.

Chairman FitzGerald complimented the union and the District employees involved with the Fourth of July parade. 
      Chairman FitzGerald motioned to approve a sign constructed for the Station 5 property with the names of the Fire Commissioners, not to exceed $500.  Commissioner Conforti seconded the motion; motion approved.  Commissioners FitzGerald, Edsall and Conforti voting in favor of the motion; Commissioner Lohan voting no.
Vll.  PUBLIC INPUT


Alex Grantt approached the board referencing New York City Fire Department website.  He also quoted statistics regarding volunteer fire departments and professional fire departments.

Greg DeWitt thanked the board for their participation in the 4th of July parade.  He applauded the board for setting the millage at 1.95 and encouraged the board to maintain the reserves, if possible.  

Motion to adjourn made by Commissioner Conforti; second by Commissioner Lohan.  Motion passed.
