lll.  Chiefs’ Reports
      Chief Kinsey
      Chief Kinsey began his report announcing the location of Derek Sibert’s  

      funeral.  Derek Sibert is the brother of Deputy Chief Shane Sibert from our        

      department.

Chief Kinsey requested the date of the next board meeting be changed to the end of July due to conflicts of several board members and himself.  He would like to move it to July 28th which is a Tuesday and possibly forego the August meeting.  It was decided by the board that the regular board meeting would be held on July 13th and the August board meeting would be held July 28th.  The August meeting will be held August 10th with a limited agenda to approve the monthly bills only.

A request for education reimbursement for a fire inspector wishing to obtain a masters degree was discussed.  It was felt by the board that a master’s degree would not be of benefit to the District in the capacity of a fire inspector.  The board is in favor of reimbursement for undergraduate degrees.

Chief Kinsey gave the highlights of the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Bonita Springs noting that he has spoken with Terry Lewis about it.  A motion was made by Chairman FitzGerald to remove the city’s Board of Appeals with the intention that Bonita Springs Fire Control & Rescue District would form an intermediary board of appeals; second by Commissioner Edsall.

After further discussion by the board, Chairman FitzGerald amended his motion to only eliminate item “2C” – the line eliminates the board of appeal by the city; second by Commissioner Edsall.  Motion passed.

Deputy Chief Joe Daigle

The EMS Division has purchased no new equipment.

During the month of April, crews completed an on-line patient triage course, and researched specific emergency medications for familiarization.

Currently, the District has 4 personnel completing the department paramedic credentialing program.

The District has 33 on-line paramedics and 48 EMT’s.

The District has partnered with a company named Vaxcare, and will be providing flu vaccinations this upcoming season.

We have been in contact with Councilman Ferreira concerning prescription drug disposal.  At the present time, it is not in the best interest of the District to take possession of discarded drugs.  However, we are working with the councilman to provide an alternative.

Deputy Chief Dan Ryan
Deputy Chief Ryan updated the board on the new apparatus being built in Columbus, Ohio by the Sutphen Corporation.  The mid-point inspection had 22 items that needed to be changed.  The final inspection will be June 1st with final delivery the first or second week of June.

Union President Greg DeWitt

President DeWitt noted that the firefighters would be participating in the “Firefighter Games” being held locally this year in Ft. Myers.  Some of the Bonita firefighters that have previously participated, placed in various categories.  This is a state-wide competition.

Greg thanked the firefighters who participated in the “Relay for Life.”  The chili cook-off firefighters were there overnight and raised approximately $150.00 for the relay.

  NEW BUSINESS
Chad Gibson and Jordi Tejero from CRS explained to the board the necessity of replacing the Districts server.  The server has outlived its life.  Efforts were made to extend the warranty or purchase more memory.  It was found to 
be more economical to purchase a new one.  The Dell server has a 5 year warranty in comparison to 3 years on other models.  The contract will be re-written with a “not to exceed” clause in it for labor costs.  Commissioner Conforti made a motion to accept CRS’ proposal to replace the server; second by Commissioner Liles.

Commissioner Conforti amended his motion to say that labor costs would not exceed $2,425.00; second by Commissioner Liles.  Motion passed.

Chief Kinsey readdressed the City’s amendment previously approved.  He stated there has been only one issue and Fire Marshal Fernandez is addressing it.  He stated that the amendment should not have any impact on the outcome of this case.
VI.   COMMISSIONERS’ BUSINESS


    Chairman FitzGerald stated that it is getting to be budget time and Chief 
    Kinsey will be receiving ideas from the board regarding their input into 
 
    the budget given the shortfall in income from the ad valorem taxes.

   Alex Grantt asked the board how many second alarm calls the District 
  
   responded to.  Chief Kinsey stated the District has a call response 
 
   matrix that is followed.  The Incident Commander is the person who 
  
   decides if more apparatus is needed.  Chief Kinsey noted that it would 
 
   be difficult to go back and retrace the calls to find out what percentage 
 
   required extra apparatus.


   Chairman FitzGerald asked Mr. Grantt to put his request in writing 
 
   regarding the number of mutual aids for brushfires noting that the District 
   is complex and a number of factors come into play when asking for 
 
   mutual aid.


   A motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Conforti; second by 
 
   Commissioner Lohan.  Motion passed.
